Delivery (8 points) 
Rate/Volume/Articulation 
Speak slowly enough to be clearly understood;  
volume is appropriate for the room 
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Difficult to hear 
Rushed 
Enunciate 
Trailing off at end of sentences 
Monotone 

Delivery/Audience Engagement 
Eye Contact/Use of Notes: presenters may glance 
at the notes, but the majority of their attention 
should remain on their audience.  When not 
presenting, student’s attention should be directed 
appropriately. 
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Looked at notes too much 
Directs presentation to teacher too frequently 
Staring off into space 
Distracts as audience member 
 

Poise/Composure/Presence 
Professional and composed in both speech and 
dress.   
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Distracting body movements 
Dress isn’t professional 
Poor posture 
Lacks comfort in front of audience 

Content (12 points) 
Introduction 
Introduces self, job, and on-site sponsor. 
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Background of Organization  
Clarifies the specific nature of the industry or 
organization.  Gives the audience an appreciation 
for why both the profession and organization were 
chosen. 
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Only addresses why profession was chosen 
Only addresses why organization was chosen 
Does not give background of organization 
 

Responsibilities 
Provides a detailed account of daily responsibilities 
and learning opportunities 
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Evaluation of Experience 
Provides a detailed reflection on the value of the 
experience, whether that value was beneficial or 
not. 
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Closure 
Gives a natural conclusion to the presentation 
without saying phrases like “that’s it”
